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1 Introduction

There are two well-established sets of symbols used in vexillology, or the study of flags, for conveying specific
semantics about the usage, identity, and features of flags:

» Flag usage symbols: representations of the identity of national flags using a ‘dots in grid’ system (see § 5
for details). The standard convention is based on a 2x3 grid, with 64 symbols that denote land and sea
flags flown for civil, state, or military purposes. There is an extended 3x3 grid that adds air ensigns as
the top row, which 512 symbols; however, it is not widely used.

» Flag typology symbols: a set of 20 pictographs that convey various details about the physical character-
istics and display practices of flags in general (see § 4 for details).

The flag usage and typology symbols were designed in the 1970s by Whitney Smith, a pioneer of flag studies,
who is also credited with coining the term ‘vexillology’ in the 1950s. They have been used in printed, hand-
written, and digital publications; and are often used together. Smith used them extensively in his books (see
§ 6.1). They appear commonly in Wikipedia articles for flags, and notably in running text descriptions accom-
panying depictions of flags.

The flag usage and typology symbols are textual characters. Their usage exhibits properties that are illustrative
of their textual nature, such as proportionality to adjacent text and line-breaking behavior. Characters for
these symbols, however, have not yet been included in The Unicode Standard. Therefore, users must rely upon
custom fonts or image files to include them in documents. On Wikipedia, the symbols are displayed using
in-line image files, enabled through templates that provide a workaround by converting codes assigned to
symbols into image references (see § 6.3). Some examples of fonts and SVG images for these symbols are
provided below:

¢ The ‘EUDC’ TrueType font developed by Phil Nelson provides glyphs for all 64 combinations of the stan-
dard 2x3 grid and 10 typological symbols. It also provides all 512 combinations of the proposed 3x3
grid. These glyphs are all mapped to the Private Use Area (PUA).

¢ The ‘Vexillological Symbols’ TrueType font developed by Anténio Martins-Tuvalkin supports all 64 com-
binations of the 2x3 grid and some of the typological symbols.

¢ Claus Faerber created a Perl script fiav_dots.pl in 2006, which generates SVG images for the 64 com-
binations of the 2x3 grid.

Including these flag information symbols in Unicode will enable users to represent them in digital plain text,
instead of relying on images. Such support will assist in the interchange of vexillology symbols that have been
used in text for more than five decades.

To enable this, it is proposed that these symbols be included in Unicode in three separate, new blocks:

* ‘Flag Typology Symbols’: 20 characters for describing characteristics of flags
* ‘Flag Usage Symbols’: 64 characters for specifying flag usage for land and sea
¢ ‘Flag Usage Symbols Extended’: 512 characters for specifying flag usage for land, sea, and air

I encourage vexillologists and others interested in flag information codes to provide feedback on this proposal
to me via the email address specified above.
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2 Proposal History

This proposal to encode vexillology symbols in The Unicode Standard replaces the following document:
e L2/17-089: “Preliminary proposal to encode Vexillology Symbols in Unicode” (Pandey)

L2/17-089 was submitted to the Unicode Technical Committee (UTC) in order to introduce the symbols and to
ascertain the suitability of including them in the standard.

The Script Ad Hoc (SAH) reviewed the document in May 2017, and provided the following feedback (see An-
derson, etal. (L2/17-153)):

Comments: We briefly reviewed this preliminary proposal, which proposes a set of symbols that relay
information on the use and features of national flags.

The first four columns of characters have a six-part grid pattern (++). Dots (or x’s) in the grid indicate use
of the flag for land (top row) and sea (bottom row), and private, public, and military (in the three columns).
The first four columns of symbols have been adopted by Fédération internationale des associations vex-
illologiques (FIAV). The last two columns contain 19 flag typology symbols (U+1FA40..U+1FA52), which
have never officially adopted by FIAV, according to the nameslist.

While the iconography to represent flags is important, the author should make a case why it requires char-
acter encoding. Examples of plain text usage should also be provided. If evidence is strong, the block should
be added to the Roadmap.

Recommendations: We recommend the UTC review this document, and forward any comments to the
proposal author.

The preliminary proposal was presented and briefly discussed during Meeting 151 of the Unicode Technical
Committee (UTC) in May 2017, as per the minutes (L2/17-103, item E.9). The following feedback was provided:

There is definitely an iconography here, but it is not clear these are text symbols. A revised proposal should
make a case for the set as text symbols.

While the overall sentiment at that time was that the vexillological symbols were certainly part of an ‘iconog-
raphy’, there was a desire by both SAH and UTC for seeing the rationale of including these as ‘text symbols’ in
Unicode.

The current revision provides this rationale, along with supporting evidence. Major changes introduced in this
revision include:

¢ Description of the 20 flag typology symbols

e Description of the 64 grid symbols flag usage for land and sea

¢ Description of the 512 grid symbols flag usage symbols for land, sea, and air

¢ Specimens showing usage of the symbols in textual environments and in running text
* New glyphs for both the 64 and 512 sets of the flag usage symbols

¢ Separation of signs into different code blocks

¢ Addition of Unicode character and linebreaking properties

¢ Revised code charts and names lists
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3 Background

3.1 FIAV Flag Information Code

The notation system is described in the “Flag Information Code” of the Fédération internationale des associa-
tions vexillologiques (FIAV). The Code was officially adopted by FIAV on August 27, 1981 (see fig. 1-2 for the
full text of the original); amended on July 5, 1995 (see fig. 3-5, for the amended text); and amended again on
July 23, 2001.

The intent of the ‘Flag Information Code, as specified in Section 2, is:

(a) to allow basic information about flags to be recorded and transmitted concisely, accurately, and in a
manner which (1) insofar as possible eliminates misunderstandings and (2) which is both comprehensible
to persons knowing different languages and easy to learn;

(b) to standardize knowledge of flags in order to facilitate comparative studies of flag characteristics;

(c) to provide a convenient system for researchers, publishers, and others to record data for personal use
and for exchanges and publication of information; and.

(d) To eliminate, insofar as possible, the confusion that exists in the terminology employed by governments
and others to describe national flags and their use.

The ‘dots in a grid’ notation system is described in Section 5 (“National Flag Use”) of the Code:

(a) The following grid is used to describe the use or uses of a flag whose primary function is to identify na-
tionality rather than some other characteristic (such as the rank of an individual, the existence or a specific
government or military institution, or some other concept):

(b) The six areas of the grid indicate the six basic uses of national flags: (1) use by private individuals and
institutions on land; (2) use by nonmilitary government institutions on land; (3) use by military institu-
tions on land; (4) use by private individuals and institutions at sea; (5) use by nonmilitary governmental
institutions at sea; and (6) use by military institutions at sea. Private, nonmilitary governmental, and mili-
tary use is indicated from left to right by the three vertical columns; use on land and sea is indicated from
top to bottom by the two horizontal rows.

(c) The grid is to be written or printed in the line of identifying text near an illustration of a flag, together
with the ratio indicating proportions. The use or uses of the flag design are indicated by placing a point (e)
or an x in the appropriate area or areas of the grid.

Today, the 2x3 grid notation system remains the standard and the most popular method for indicating flag
usage (for example, see fig. 6.2).

The original ‘Flag Information Code’ adopted in 1987 had a provision for the representation of air flags using
a 3x3 grid:

D. The following symbol is adopted for use, as appropriate, in illustrations of flags which identify civil
and/or military aircraft and air installations, a point (e) or x in the appropriate vertical column above the
top horizontal lone indicating the usage:
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However, support for air flags was dropped in 1995, when the FIAV Board proposed the removal of this speci-
fication at a general meeting (FIAV 2001: 14). The resolution was adopted, based on the following rationale:

eliminate the symbol used to designate flags which identify civil and/or military aircraft and air installa-
tions. The symbol used to designate flags which identify civil and/or military aircraft and air installations
has never been widely used, if used at all, and the Board believes any use of that symbol would be extremely
confusing.

In 2017, the FIAV Board handed oversight of the Code to FIAV members and other vexillologists, in order to
enable users to expand it as desired without intervention by FIAV.
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FLAG INFORMATION CODE

The Flag Information Code was adopted on August 27, 1981. The code has been amended only once,
on July 5, 1995. The current text of the code is set out below. It contains the exact text as adopted and
amended.

The International Federation of Vexillological Associations officially recognizes the following Flag Information Code
and recommends its use to its members, to individual vexiilologists, and to publishers and others concerned for

flags.

A. To allow basic information about flags to be recorded and transmitted concisely,
accurately, and in a manner which insofar as possible eliminates misunderstandings and
which is both comprehensible to persons knowing different languages and easy to learn;

B. To standardize knowledge of flags in order to facilitate comparative studies of flag
characteristics;

C. To provide a convenient system for researchers, publishers, and others to record data
for personal use and for exchanges and publication of information.

D. To eliminate insofar as possible the confusion existing in terminology employed by
governments and others when reference is made to different flags and flag uses.

The following system of identification is adopted for use as part of illustrations of flags of all
kinds to indicate relative proportions, The first figure corresponds to the width of the flag, which
is defined as the side normally attached to the pole or staff. Thus a flag with a width of 3 units
and a length of 5 units shall be written

B. The grid indicates the six basic uses of flags of nationality, i.e. use by private citizens,
by public institutions, and by military institutions on land and the corresponding usages
at sea. Private, public, and military use are indicated from left to right by the three
vertical columns; use on land and at sea are indicated by the top and bottom horizontal
columns, respectively.

G- The grid is to be written or printed in the line of identifying text near an illustration of
a flag, together with the symbol indicating proportions. The use of the flag design
illustrated for one or more of the six uses shall be indicated by placing a point (#) in the
appropriate area or areas of the grid in printed versions and an x in the appropriate area
or areas in a hand-written version.

D. The following symbol is adopted for use, as appropriate, in illustrations of flags which
identify civil and/or military aircraft and air installations, a point (¢} or x in the
appropriate vertical column above the top horizontal line indicating the usage:

There are 20 flag typology symbols used for describing the design, characteristics, display practices, and other
information about of flags, in general. Examples of their usage in printed books and digital contentare provided

in § 6.1 and § 6.3, respectively.

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5 Flag Usage Symbols

The flag usage symbols are representations of a grid-based notation system for classifying the identity and
functions of national flags. They are also known as ‘dots in a grid’ by users.

5.1 Standard notation system (2x3 grid)

In the standard (2x3) grid, the top row represents usage of a flag on land, and the bottom row indicates usage
of a flag on sea, or any body of water; this naval flag is also known as an ‘ensign’.

A point () is placed in the respective position for each aspect of usage. For example, a national flag and ensign
would be %%, specifying use for all purposes on land and sea. Notations for common types of flags are shown
below (adapted from Heimer 2012; more complete list in Smith 1975 (see fig. 9)):

5.1.1 Transliteration

There is a transliteration system for the ‘dots in a grid’, which is based on the following template:

The ‘/’ separates the top and bottom rows, while each ‘*’ represents the respective position along the row. The
“*’ is the default marker and indicates lack of the attribute. Where appropriate, instead of a point, the letters
‘C’ (= Civil) or ‘s’ (= State) or ‘W’ (= War) are written in the respective position to specify that aspect of usage.
For example, the symbol &% for a national flag and ensign would be transliterated as CSW/CSW.

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5.1.3 Ordering

[ have ordered the 64 characters according to the number of dots used, proceeding left to right, starting with
the top row, then proceeding to the bottom.

5.1.4 Other Orders

There is no authoritative ordering for the full set of the 2x3 flag usage symbols. Different sources provide
different orders:

The Wikipedia article for ‘Vexillological Symbols’ contains a chart of the usage symbols (shown below). A
consistent pattern is undiscernable here. The first six flags ‘civil flag’ to ‘war ensign’ are ordered by location
(land then sea), then by user (civil, state, war). These are followed by grids arranged by different combinations
of users and locations, generally, civil, state, then war. But this is inconsistent. The different types of national
flags and ensigns are placed in the middle of the overall order.
