At the time, X3L2 had 10 voting members.  Digital Equipment Corporation was not represented at the meeting.





Resolution of Comments





In letter ballot X3L2/94-046, X3L2 members voted to give preliminary approval to the draft of of the revision to X3.83.  As mentioned above, X3L2 gave final approval at its June, 1994 meeting.  At the meeting, X3L2 reviewed the three comments on the ballots.  With respect to the Summary of comments (document X3L2/94-050, p. 2), X3L2 accepted the first two comments.  However, X3L2 rejected the third comment (submitted by Apple); the Apple representative concurred.  





The editor received additional input.  The editor will use the new name for X3 and ISO/IEC 646 (instead of ISO 646).  The X3 Secretariat noted that it did not have a copy of the registration form.  At the X3L2 meeting, X3L2 decided that the information on the form that is required should go into an annex.  After the meeting, the editor obtained a copy of the form from the Registration Authority, ECMA.  He decided that the information for the form should not be included as an Annex.  Rather, as stated in the original X3.83:1989, the X3 Secretariat will distribute the forms to contributors.  The editor will send a copy of the form to the X3 Secretariat.  In addition after X3 votes on withdrawing X3.41, X3L2 instructed the editor to incorporate these changes into the final document.
