6.​ On Vedic signs in Gujarati and Gurmukhi 
​
In Gujarat and the Undivided Punjab region, Sanskrit language is usually written in 
Devanagari script. 
Devanagari was the literary script used for all literary texts in Sanskrit, Prakrit, 
Apabhramsha and Gujarati language manuscripts of Gujarat. Gujarati was majorly a 
mercantile script with some literary texts which was later standardized for printing

​
Gurmukhi script is not generally used for Sanskrit as it lacks the signs for many 
Sanskrit specific sounds ( such as Vocalic R, SSA) and full set of conjuncts. Sanskrit 
(including Vedic) texts from Lahore ( Pre-Partition) and later from Indian Punjab are 
in Devanagari.4​
Gurmukhi and Gujarati scripts are currently added to scx of  U+0951 and U+0952.5  
It can be re-examined for further evidence for the usage. If required they can be 
removed from ScriptExtensions as they are not seen in manuscripts or printed 
books.
