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Recently, Wang Xieyang, a researcher from The Center for Toponym Research of Sichuan In-ternational Studies University (F9)1|9MEE A Z & 55 &
10»), found that there are still many uncoded characters in some important maps. Due to the large size and large quantity of the maps, it is difficult to check
all of them in a short period of time. Therefore, we took the information we already have as a clue and prioritized the inspection of some uncoded characters
with clear pronunciation and meaning.

At the same time, we are inspecting maps of some provinces one by one and found that some of the uncoded characters were not even included in
character sets or databases related. As of September 21, 2023, we have discovered 59 uncoded characters in the maps. All unencoded ideographs that we
think solid are listed in the following table. The versions of the maps we use are as follows:

a) The map drawn in the 1960s by Taiwan, China. The maps use ideographs in traditional form.,

b) The map drawn in the early 1960s by Chinese Mainland. The maps use ideographs in traditional form.

¢) The map drawn from the 1960s to the 1970s by Chinese Mainland. The maps can use ideographs in simplified form or a mixture of simplified and
traditional form.

d) The topographic map drawn in the 1980s by Chinese Mainland. The maps use ideographs in simplified form.

According to the Surveying and Mapping Law of the Peaople’s Republic of China and the Rules of the People's Republic of China on the

Management of Surveying and Mapping Results, the maps we use involve national secrets. Consequently, we cannot provide images of the map as

evidence. However, we still hope that IRG can accept this document as evidence and encode the listed characters in order to facilitate the use of these
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
