The text will be substantially amended in the light of other expert comments. 


China (N) Accepted. 


Ireland (N) �Technical comments. �1. Accepted, except for one small difference, that vowel initial syllables will be ordered ahead of letter b. �2, paragraph 1. Not accepted. Additional radicals, if verified, could be added in a later amendment. �2, paragraph 2. Accepted in principle. However no verified alternatives are available at present. The National Body of China is invited to clarify the position during the FPDAM ballot period. Meanwhile the four names will remain unchanged. 


Editorial comments. �1. Accepted. �2. Accepted in principle. Cell size may be constrained by the tools available to the Chinese national body. �3. Accepted. �4. Accepted in principle. Font quality may be constrained at this stage by the fonts currently available. Improved fonts are expected to be available by the time of FDAM ballot. 


Israel Comment noted. No action required. 


Japan Accepted. A national standard exists in China, and is under revision. 


Sweden Comment noted. No action required.
